1. The Planning Commission Organized 

a.  Dave Yavoich is Chairman

2. Freightliner Subdivision & Land Development Plan – The Planning Commission recommends the Board approve the following waivers:

a. Section 3.04 – requires Preliminary Plan submittal
b. Section 5.13 B. - requires the installation of sidewalks along existing streets abutting a non-residential land development plan.  The Planning Commission recommends approval of the waiver with the condition that the applicant agrees to install sidewalks at a future time when the Township deems necessary, a deferment agreement be signed by the Township and Developer and notes are put on the plan binding the landowner and any future successors to the agreement.
c. Section 5.20.A.6 - requires that parking areas for over 30 vehicles shall be divided by permanent raised curbing that clearly defines parking spaces from designated access lanes.  
d. Section 5.20.A.14 – requires that 5% of total area of any parking lot containing 20 or more parking spaces be reserved for interior landscaping.  The Planning Commission recommends approval of this waiver with the condition that the exterior landscaping is compensated with the equivalent number of trees with what was lost on the interior landscaping.  

e. Section 11.J.1 – requires a minimum of 50% of the post development 2-year storm shall be retained an infiltrated.  
f. Section 12 – Maximization of ground water recharge
3.   Revised Final Subdivision & Land Development Plan I-78/I-81 Logistics Park, Phase II (First Logistics Center) – The Planning Commission recommends the Board accept the time extension until 2/29/20 for plan approval and an additional 15 days to communicate the decision.  No other action was taken on the plan since Chris Dellinger of HRG requested the plan be tabled until the February meeting. 
4. Burnell Martin Poultry Operation Final Land Development Plan – Since the developer is waiting for outside agency approval, the plan was tabled until the February meeting.  
5.  Home 2 Suites Subdivision & Land Development Plan – The Planning Commission recommends the Board accept the 90- day time extension as granted by the developer.  No other action was taken on the plan.  
6.   RLR Investments Petition to Rezone – Atty.  Ed Stock who represents RLR Investments said their traffic study will be completed by Friday, and they will present that information at the February Planning Commission meeting.  
7. Supreme Mid Atlantic Corp Land Subdivision Plan – The Planning Commission recommends approval of the plan.
